first time the breed had been shown.

The dog show fraternity made the
Tenterfield Terriers and handlers very wel-
come and clapped as they entered the show
ring under NSW Judge Mrs P Davis.
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All of the judges in the other rings
stopped to watch the Tenterfield’s compete
for the first time, in respect for the entrance
of a newly recognised dog breed at this his-
tory making event.

The Tenterfields trotted proudly into the
ring unaware of the feelings of their nervous
group of handlers, who just couldn't believe
they were at last .. IFinally! .. after all this time
‘SHOWING THEIR TENTERFIELDS OFFICIALLY’
words cannot express the feeling we all
experienced that night! . .

Over the years these little dogs have
been bred to a breed standard with stringent
vet checks on adult registration which has
now produced a sound little dog. After ten
years of selective breeding and trying for
recognition with the Australian National
Kennel Council, this has finally been achieved
by The Tenterfield Terrier Club of Australia
and all of the State Branches and also with
the help of a lot of dedicated people from all
walks of life past and present to these we say
